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The journal “Public Health” was established by the Insti-
tute of Hygiene, Lithuania in 1996. It is a unique scientif-
ic journal in the country, specialized purely in the public 
health. It is intended for researchers, public health man-
agers and administrators, experts working in the field of 
epidemiology, biostatistics, occupational health, health 
promotion, environmental health as well as other readers 
interested in health status of population and factors effect-
ing. The journal is published quarterly. Electronic version

Each issue includes pier-reviewed section with origi-
nal papers, including topic related reviews, and non- pier-
reviewed sections: editorial and information for public 
health practice, presenting important health policy news, 
good practice examples, guidelines and recommendations.

Since 1996  the journal is on the official list of scien-
tific journals recognized by the Academy of Science of 
Lithuania and it is in Index Copernicus database since

MANUSCRIPT PREPARATION
The text must be typed with doubled line spacing and wide 
margins on the one side numbered sheets. The size of the 
original papers must be restricted to 22  pages (includ-
ing all the supplements), review articles – up to 24 pages, 
guideliness and recommendations - 4  pages, other  - no 
more than 2 pages,

Manuscript and one copy should be sent to the edito-
rial office (address is given below). Electronic copy of man-
uscript on CD shoud be attached or sent by e-mail.The 
original article must be signed by all the authors or the 
separate permission signed by all authors must be attached. 
Authors’ signatures should guarantee that their article is 
original, does not interfere with copyright regulations and 
is not previously published, handed or planed for handing 
to other journals, except in form of thesis or presentation. 

Postal and e-mail addresses, telephone and fax num-
bers of the corresponding author must be enclosed.

STRUCTURE OF THE ARTICLE
•	 Title (up to 150  marks, including interval and 

punctuation);
•	 Authors;
•	 Institution(s) to which the work should be attributed.

THE TEXT MUST BE DIVIDED INTO 
THE FOLLOWING SECTIONS:
•	 Summary in the same language as the article should not 

exceed 300 words),
•	 Keywords (mentioned in the summary),

•	 Introduction, where the purpose of the work is stated,
•	 Objectives and methods of the study,
•	 Results,
•	 Discussion,
•	 Conclusions 
•	 References,
•	 Summary in the other language up to 300  words 

(Lithuanian, if the article is in English) including 
the title, authors, institutions, objective, methods, 
short presentation of the findings, main conclu-
sions, keywords.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION 
•	 tables, figures, diagrams, etc, presented in the text 

must have a separate enumeration. Illustrations must 
be of good quality, text of the illustrations should be  
clear;

•	 abbreviations mentioned in the text for the first time 
must be explained;

•	 the fractional part of the number in Lithuanian is sepa-
rated by a comma (i. e. 2,16 instead of 2.16);

•	 references to other works should be consecutively 
numbered in the text using square brackets and listed 
in the original language by number in the reference list. 
List of references should be based on Vancouver sys-
tem and on “Uniform requirements for manuscripts 
submitted to biomedical journals” (JAMA 1997; 277: 
927-34).

Papers not meeting these requirements are not accepted.
All the manuscripts (accepted or rejected) are not 

returned.
